 PRIZES AND AWARDS

· Rosettes will be awarded to the 1st through 4th place dog in each jump height in each class.  

· Qualifying rosettes will be awarded to all dogs receiving a qualifying score.  

· Dogs must qualify to receive placement rosettes and trophies. 

· All prizes must be claimed the day of the trial; none will be mailed.  

Highest In Trial
